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Forty-two of the  core staff members of CEDAC (including 9 women) participated in a 
two-day meeting to discuss CEDAC’s Strategic Plan for 2009-2014 at the Cambodiana 

Hotel, Phnom Penh. This meeting was financially supported by the Friedrich-Naumann 
Foundation for Liberty (FNF). During the meeting, participants discussed and reflected on 
the past, present and future situation of CEDAC. Some ideas discussed included:  

• The expectations of the meeting 
• The purpose and successful creation of a strategic plan 
• Reflecting on the achieved social mission of CEDAC in 2006 and in 2009 

• Determining the future social mission of CEDAC and defining the positive changes 
to be achieved in rural households by 2014 

The meeting concluded successfully with a common social mission for CEDAC that aims 

to improve the health, income, and to build the capacity for self-improvement and 

participation in community development for more than 500,000 farmer families from 
6,000 villages by 2014.
